Introduction
G2 DownloadInterfaces is an easy-to-use software wizard for generating Java 
interfaces and classes from G2 classes. The wizard guides you through the steps 
you need to complete to use this G2 JavaLink utility: 

com.gensym.jgi.download.DownloadInterfaces 

What the Wizard Does 
Using the G2 JavaLink utility com.gensym.jgi.download.DownloadInterfaces, 
the wizard connects to a specified G2 and generates the appropriate Java 
interfaces and classes for a specified G2 class and its respective subclasses.

For detailed information on how G2 DownloadInterfaces exports a class to Java 
and where it places that class, see the section “How G2 Classes Map to Java 
Classes” in Chapter 2, “Mapping Between G2 and Java” in the G2 JavaLink User’s 
Guide.

Why Use the Wizard? 
You use the wizard to create interfaces and classes. There are two main reasons 
why you need to do this: 

• To make required classes and interfaces available before running a JavaLink 
application. 

When an object is passed to G2 JavaLink from G2, JavaLink attempts to create 
an instance of the corresponding Java class. JavaLink may be configured to 
generate and compile any Java classes required at runtime automatically. 
However, because downloading interfaces at runtime can be time-consuming, 
it is preferable to download classes ahead of time before they are required. 

Note When displaying the properties dialog for a G2 object in a Java application 
created by using Telewindows2 Toolkit, G2 JavaLink obtains the information 
from G2 at runtime, regardless of whether you have downloaded interfaces 
ahead of time.

• To make available any G2 class required by a Java class. When you write a 
Java class that references a G2 class, the Java source file will not compile 
without the corresponding interface for the G2 class.

G2 class mapping, see Chapter 2 of the G2 JavaLink User’s Guide.

Checking the Software Installation 
When all of the required software is installed on your system, you can verify the 
G2 DownloadInterfaces installation by running the wizard in self-test mode. 

To run the wizard in self-test mode:

 From a command window, execute the command as follows: 

java com.gensym.beanbuilder.G2DownloadInterfaces +v 

The application should display a message reflecting the state of the self test and 
also return the version of G2 DownloadInterfaces, such as: 

Gensym G2 DownloadInterfaces Version version-number
Self Test Passed

where version-number is the current version.

Introduction
You use the G2 DownloadInterfaces utility by running a wizard, which provides 
a graphical user interface (GUI) to the utility. Alternatively, you can run the utility 
without the wizard. 

Running G2 DownloadInterfaces
Before running G2 DownloadInterfaces, you must: 

• Launch G2. 

• Load the KB containing the classes for which you require Java interfaces.

You can run G2 DownloadInterfaces with or without a graphical user interface. 

To run G2 DownloadInterfaces with a GUI:

 From a command window, execute this command: 

java com.gensym.beanbuilder.G2DownloadInterfaces

or

 Launch the utility from the Start menu, by choosing the following from your 
Gensym G2 program group:

G2 JavaLink > Download Interfaces

To run G2 DownloadInterfaces without a GUI: 

 From a command window, execute this command: 

java com.gensym.beanbuilder.G2DownloadInterfaces 
-class MY-CLASS

This command runs G2 DownloadInterfaces on MY-CLASS without a GUI.

The remaining instructions assume you have started G2 DownloadInterfaces with 
a GUI. 

For information on running the G2 Bean Builder without a GUI, see Using the 
Command-Line Options.

Viewing the Welcome Panel
Viewing the Welcome Panel
Once you start G2 DownloadInterfaces, the Welcome panel appears: 

This panel displays the version of G2 DownloadInterfaces currently running and 
provides these buttons: 

Clicking this button: Does this: 

About Displays the About screen that shows the 
current version of G2 Download Interfaces. 

Back Displays the previous panel. This button is 
initially inactive, because the Welcome panel is 
the first panel. 

Next Displays the next panel. Some panels cause this 
button to be inactive until you enter all of the 
information on that panel.

The four navigation buttons and the Help button are common to all of the 
G2 DownloadInterfaces panels. 

Click Next to advance to the G2 Connection Details panel.

Configuring the G2 Connection Details 
The G2 Connection Details panel configures the connection between 
G2 DownloadInterfaces and a G2 host:

This panel has two specific controls: 

• Host field

• Port field

Restart Aborts the current build and restarts the 
session. 

Exit Presents a Confirm dialog box, asking you to 
confirm exiting from G2 DownloadInterfaces.

Clicking this button: Does this:

Configuring the G2 Connection Details
Configure the Host and Port, then click Next to advance to the G2 Class Name 
panel.

Specifying the Host 

The Host field holds the name or IP address of the machine running the target G2. 

By default, the default Host is localhost, unless you started 
G2 DownloadInterfaces with the -host command-line option as described in 
Using the Command-Line Options.

Specifying the Port 

The Port field holds the TCP/IP port number at which G2 is running on the target 
machine.

By default, the default Port is 1111, unless you started G2 DownloadInterfaces 
with the -port command-line option as described in Using the 
Command-Line Options.

Configuring the G2 Class Name
The G2 Class Name panel lets you specify the G2 class for which to download a 
Java interface: 

This panel has three specific controls: 

• Class field 

• Force download checkbox 

• Generate stubs checkbox 

Configure these controls, then click Next to advance to the Summary panel.

Configuring the G2 Class Name
Entering the G2 Class 

The Class field holds the G2 class for which you want to download interfaces. 
When entering the G2 class through the GUI, case does not matter but you must 
use hyphens if they appear in the G2 class name. 

By default, the Class field is blank, unless you started G2 DownloadInterfaces 
with the -class command-line option, as described in Using the 
Command-Line Options.

The Next button is disabled unless this field has a value. 

Forcing an Interface Download 

The force download checkbox allows interfaces, and stubs if that checkbox is 
checked, to be created during development so that they pre-exist at deployment 
time. You should use this option when a G2 class or its methods have changed in 
some way. Forcing the download guarantees that the Java stubs are up-to-date. 

When the option is not checked, JavaLink only creates the interfaces, and stubs if 
that option is checked, that it requires, reusing any that were previously 
downloaded. 

You use this feature when using G2 DownloadInterfaces to “repackage” 
previously packaged G2 classes, perhaps for creating a JAR file with a new file 
name or for changing the graphics of the icon.

By default, the force download checkbox is true. You can disable the force 
download option by unchecking the checkbox.

Generating Stubs 

The generate stubs checkbox causes G2 DownloadInterfaces to create 
implementation Java class files for each Java interface corresponding to the G2 
class being downloaded. 

By default, the generate stubs option is true, unless you started 
G2 DownloadInterfaces with the -stubs option, as described in Using the 
Command-Line Options.

Viewing the Summary Panel 
The Summary panel displays all of the values you entered in each of the previous 
panels: 

At this point, you do not need to configure any more information for the utility to 
begin building the requested Java classes and interfaces. To change any of the 
values you entered, click Back. 

Verify the current settings, then click Next to advance to the Progress of 
Download panel where G2 DownloadInterfaces immediately begins 
downloading interfaces.

Displaying the Interface Downloading Progress
Displaying the Interface Downloading Progress 
The Progress of download panel displays progress as the interface is 
downloaded:

This panel has two specific controls, which indicate the progress of each stage of 
downloading interfaces: 

• Connecting to G2 

• Downloading class data 

As each stage begins, the color of the checkbox label changes and the status bar at 
the bottom updates. As each stage is completed, the color changes again and the 
check box representing that stage is checked, if it completed successfully. The 
example above indicates that G2 DownloadInterfaces successfully connected to 
G2 and that it is currently downloading class data, as indicated by the marker. 

During the download process, both the Back and Next navigation buttons are 
disabled. 

When the download process is complete, the wizard automatically advances to 
the Finished panel.

Connecting to G2 

During the Connecting to G2 stage, G2 DownloadInterfaces attempts to establish 
a connection with the specified G2. If the connection attempt fails, the error is 
reported to the wizard and no further building takes place. 

Downloading Class Data 

Once a connection has been established, G2 DownloadInterfaces attempts to 
extract information regarding the target G2 class. 

If the specified class is not found, the application informs the user and 
downloading stops. Otherwise, all of the relevant data is obtained from the target 
G2 for G2 DownloadInterfaces to complete its task.

Viewing the Finished Panel 
The Finished panel displays a report of the build, detailing the results of the 
download:

Introduction
You can start the G2 DownloadInterfaces utility by using one or more of the 
following command-line options:

• -host 

• -port 

• -class or -classes

• -force 
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• -stubs

• +g 

• +t 

• +v 

-host
Specifies the name or IP address of the machine on which the target G2 is 
running. If you do not use this command-line option, the utility uses localhost as 
the default value. 

To use the -host option:

 java com.gensym.beanbuilder.G2DownloadInterfaces
-host [machine-name | IP-address]

where machine-name and IP-address can be a machine name or an IP address. For 
example: 

java com.gensym.beanbuilder.G2DownloadInterfaces
-host mc1

or

java com.gensym.beanbuilder.G2DownloadInterfaces 
-host 1.2.3.4

If you use this command-line option when using the wizard, then the host you 
enter appears automatically in the G2 Connection Details panel, as described in 
Specifying the Host. 

-port 
Specifies the port number of the machine on which the G2 process is running. If 
you do not use this command-line option, the utility uses port 1111 as the default 
value. 

To use the -port option:

 java com.gensym.beanbuilder.G2DownloadInterfaces 
-port port-number 

where port-number is the G2 port number. For example: 

java com.gensym.beanbuilder.G2DownloadInterfaces 
-port 1112

-class or -classes
If you use this command-line option when using the wizard, then the port 
number you enter appears automatically in the G2 Connection Details panel, as 
described in Specifying the Port. 

-class or -classes 
Specifies the G2 class for which you wish to obtain downloaded Java classes and 
interfaces. 

To use the -class or -classes option:

 java com.gensym.beanbuilder.G2DownloadInterfaces 
-class|-classes classname 

where classname is the class to download. When specifying classname and not 
using the GUI, you must use all capital letters and include hyphens, unless the G2 
class explicitly contains lower-case letters. When specifying the -classes 
command-line option, separate the class names with spaces. For example: 

java com.gensym.beanbuilder.G2DownloadInterfaces 
-class MY-CLASS 

java com.gensym.beanbuilder.G2DownloadInterfaces 
-classes MY-CLASS1 MY-CLASS2 MY-CLASS3

If you use this command-line option when using the wizard, then the class name 
you enter appears automatically in the G2 Class Name panel, as described in 
Entering the G2 Class. 

If you are not using the wizard, this option is required when launching 
G2 DownloadInterfaces, so that the utility knows which class to download. 

-force 
Specifies whether to force an interface download. The default for this option is 
false when running G2 Download Interfaces without a GUI.

To use the -force option:

 java com.gensym.beanbuilder.G2DownloadInterfaces 
-force 

This command-line option is only relevant when running G2 DownloadInterfaces 
without a GUI. When using the GUI, you can check and uncheck the force 
download option, as needed.

-stubs 
Specifies whether to generate the implementations for every Java interface 
created, even if the G2 user-defined class has been previously downloaded. The 
default value is false. 

To use the -stubs option:

 java com.gensym.beanbuilder.G2DownloadInterfaces 
-stubs

If you use this command-line option when using the wizard, then the generate 
stubs checkbox is checked in the G2 Class Name panel, as described in Generating 
Stubs. 

+g 
Launches G2 DownloadInterfaces with the graphical user interface wizard. When 
you launch G2 DownloadInterfaces with no command-line option, you get the 
GUI, by default. When you launch it with the -class command-line option, you 
do not get the GUI, unless you use the +g command-line option. 

+t 
Sets the trace output for the G2 DownloadInterfaces utility to true. By default, 
tracing is not enabled. The trace output can provide information about problems 
encountered while downloading G2 classes.

+v 
Runs the G2 DownloadInterfaces verification test. By default, the verification test 
is not run when you launch the utility. For more information, see Checking the 
Software Installation.
